
Verbs….to fear or 
not to fear….

That is the question;)



NOT to fear….verbs are easy..follow 
these steps…

• 1) drop the –ar/-er/-ir of the infinitive 
(hablar, comer, abrir are examples of 
infinitives)

• 2) take what’s left over or the “stem” of 
the verb and put it in your verb box chart

• 3) add the endings you need 
(present/preterite, etc)

• Your verb is conjugated!!!!



For example…..

• Let’s take hablar- to speak

• Drop the –ar

• Take “habl-”

• Put it in your verb box chart

• Add the –ar endings (we’ll use present tense)

• Take a look at it on the next slide…..



HABLAR- to speak

hablO

hablAS

hablA

hablAMOS

hablAIS

hablAN



-ar present tense endings



-er/-ir present tense endings

• 3 steps to conjugating any regular verb…

• 1) drop the –ar/-er/-ir ending

• 2) put what’s left over or the “stem” in the 
verb chart boxes…
